ORDER AMENDING ARTICLE |, SECTION 3 OF THE BYLAWS OF THE
WYOMING STATE BAR

This matter came before the Court on its own motion following entry of this Court’s
order approving adoption of the Wyoming Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. Rule 20 of those
rules governs disability inactive status, which replaces the “incapacitated status” found in the
Bylaws of the Wyoming State Bar. Accordingly, this Court finds the provisions governing
incapacitated status should be removed from the Bylaws. It is, therefore,

ORDERED that the amendments to the Bylaws of the Wyoming State Bar, attached
hereto, be, and hereby are, adopted by the Court to be effective July 1, 2015; and it is further

ORDERED that this order and the attached amendments be published in the advance
sheets of the Pacific Reporter; the attached amendments be published in the Wyoming Court
Rules Volume; and this order and the attached amendments be published online at the Wyoming
Judicial Branch’s website, http://www.courts.state.wy.us. The amendments shall thereafter be
recorded in the journal of this Court.

ARTICLE I. MEMBERSHIP
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Section 3. Status of membership.
